	To Welcome councillors & public and to receive apologies for absence. 

Apologies were received from Gary Bennett (GB). The Chair welcomed everyone and started the meeting.

	Minutes of the meeting held on 21 July 2014 were approved. DC proposed, PF seconded.

	Parish Councillor vacancy The Clerk confirmed that the appropriate notices had been displayed on the noticeboards and on the Parish Council website confirming the resignation of Cllr David Adams and inviting nominations for a North Ward Councillor. A nomination was received from Mr Richard Frost who will attend the November meeting.

	Abinger Parish Council 

(a) Financial To receive Clerk’s financial report and to authorise issue of cheques  
The Clerk gave the Councillors a breakdown of the financial report.  The format of the statement had been changed as requested with an overview and other relevant breakdown. The Clerk confirmed that the precept was paid by MVDC on 8 September 2014. The issue of cheques was agreed, BA proposed, MB seconded.

(b) Section 137 Grants To receive applications from Oakwood Hill Cricket Club & Oakwood Hill Village Hall.
Oakwood Hill Cricket Club – The Councillors discussed the application for £1000.00 towards repairing the roof at the pavilion. The grant application was deferred to the November meeting and Councillors requested a member of the Cricket Club be present to answer questions. 
Oakwood Hill Village Hall – The grant request was not submitted on a grant application form and the Councillors agreed to defer this to the November meeting and requested a member of the Committee be present to answer questions.

(c) Design Statement To discuss and agree actions / timelines.
The Parish Council discussed and agreed to defer to the November meeting until there was a full compliment of Councillors present. DCllr Michael explained that Ockley village to Abinger Parish has started the process of a Neighbourhood Plan and received huge support from the residents which is paramount to the success of the plan.
(d) BT Kiosk To give update on adoption at Abinger Hammer.
The Clerk confirmed that the telephone box at Abinger Hammer had been adopted by the Parish Council and that Mrs Shirley Corke had agreed to cover the cost of the insurance of the kiosk. It was agreed to look at insurances when the annual policy is due for renewal in 2015.

	Public Question Time

Police

PC Matt Savage introduced himself to the Parish Council giving details of his career and how he came to this current role in the Dorking Rural West team. It is PC Savage’s intention to attend as many Parish Council meetings as operationally possible. PC Savage gave the Parish Council an overview of the crime sheet and in particular to burglaries urging the public to be vigilant and to report any suspicious behaviour on 101 or in an emergency 999.
PC Savage discussed an increase of burglaries in Forest Green and Ockley and that a suspect had been apprehended. PC Savage informed the Parish Council that he had changed his shift pattern to include more nights so that he can concentrate on the issues in the area.

Cllr Arminson thanked the Police for their quick action in removing travellers from a National Trust site.

The Chair thanked PC Savage for his introduction and answering questions. 

DCllr Michael –  Speeding 
DCllr Michael explained that she would be able to assist with issues of speeding and requested that any issues/concerns bought to the attention of the Parish Council are forwarded as she is able to talk to the Police. 
DCllr Michael –  Ewhurst Brickworks 

DCllr Michael asked if there was a District Councillor or MVDC Officer attends the Ewhurst Brickworks meetings as she believed their should be a representative from Mole Valley. The Chair who is a member of the Committee confirmed that no representative from Mole Valley has ever attended a meeting and did not believe a representative had been appointed.
DCllr Michael –  Lack of Information on Planning 

DCllr Michael is a member of the Executive Council and is pressing for new extension rules on planning applications to cover more residents potentially affected by a planning application.

 (a) To receive a report on charity land and management. 

     (i) Abinger Hammer

           - To update on progress of wayleaves. The Clerk confirmed that a wayleave had been signed for Martin Grant Homes and that a wayleave for Abinger Motors was to be presented to this meeting for signature. The Chair and Cllr Cunningham signed.

         - Prudential RideLondon Grant Application. To give update. The Clerk confirmed that an application had

been submitted and received by the Trust. A decision will be made in December 2014.

· To update on trees. The Chair informed the meeting that a tree had fallen down on the green and that it had

been dealt with. Two other trees had been fenced off and a specialist would be consulted to agree further action.
· To receive quotation for removal of rushes at stream. A quotation from R. West was presented and it was 

agreed to wait until the winter has set in before progressing.
     (ii) Abinger Common

           - To give update on stocks. The Chair confirmed listed buildings consent had been granted by MVDC and in particular Conservation Officer Peter Mills praised the report by Richard Hayes Hall (RHH). RHH will remove the stocks in early October and look to return in December 2014. It was agreed that a notice be placed on the railings informing of the removal and that a note should be placed in the local magazine to alert residents.

- To receive update on pond. The Chair informed the Councillors that she had received an enquiry to remove  

the bulrushes from the pond free of charge as long as the volunteer was able to keep what was pulled. It has transpired that this is less likely and agreed to gain quotations for the next Trustees meeting.
     (iii) Forest Green

           - To receive update on ditching works. The Clerk confirmed that R. Alldred would clear the ditch opposite The Parrot in the last week of September and will start the ditching work in early October as previously agreed. Steve Woodyer has volunteered to clear the Waterland track ditch, but would require a map of the power lines across the green. It was agreed that the Clerk supply a map and write to Steve Woodyer confirming the work. The Councillors discussed if UK Power / EDF could mark the cables permanently.
           - To receive update on pond. The Councillors discussed the possibility of a volunteer clearing the pond and a donation made for diesel. It was agreed to ask the volunteer if he would be interested.
           - To receive update on the strimming. The Chair confirmed that this had been completed by R. West and Councillors agreed a good job had been completed.
           - To receive update on Turkey Oaks. The Chair confirmed that quotations were being sought and would be presented at the October Trustees meeting.

           - To receive update on Dog Fouling. DC confirmed that an article on dog fouling would appear in the ‘News on the Green’. Dog fouling notices should arrive this week and will be displayed as soon as received.

           - To receive update on fallen tree. The Chair explained that there is a fallen tree in the woodland and is the responsibility of the land owner to remove. It was agreed to write to the land owner requesting immediate removal.

           - To consider permission for use of the green for the bonfire on 25 October. The Councillors granted permission and asked that the bonfire committee are written to requesting any rutts/disturbances on the green are made good.
(b) To receive reports on playgrounds and agree any necessary maintenance. The Clerk confirmed that no action is required.
