	To Welcome councillors & public and to receive apologies for absence. 

Apologies were received from Peter Farley (PF) and Richard Frost (RF). The Chair welcomed everyone and started the meeting.

It was agreed the Sect 137 payment to Oakwood Hill Cricket Club would be paid this financial year. DC proposed and RD seconded.

(b) Online Banking. RD discussed whether the Council should adopt online banking. It is anticipated this would reduce the time spent on banking matters and also speed up payments to suppliers. Benefits and concerns discussed. GB advised the Council should adopt a new financial and payments policy to safeguard the Council in the event of adopting online banking. It was agreed the Clerk should look into options and present to the Council.
(c) Budget. Budget report presented following meeting of 6 January. Amendment to burial grant to be made (should read £450 instead of £459) otherwise 2015-6 budget agreed. RD proposed and DC seconded
(d) Precept.  Further to Budget report RD explained there were a number of known projects and Sect 137 applications that would be made next financial year. It was agreed the Council would need to increase the precept in order to support these. RD proposed £1000 increase to precept and BA seconded.
(e) Section 137 Grants. None received, although Walliswood Village Hall Committee member notified Council of intention to submit Sect 137 to support the renovation of toilet block to improve disabled access and upgrade current facilities. Copy of SCA application submitted to Vice Chair on 19 January. This will be distributed along with Sec 137grant application when received.
(f) Prudential Ride London. Abinger Parish Recreational Grounds Charity (APRGC) has been successful in their bid to the London Marathon Trust for a grant to upgrade playground facilities at Abinger Hammer. The grant is for the sum of £25K. It was agreed the Parish Council would ask the Clerk to investigate upgrade options and report to APRGC.
(g) Elections. RD confirmed this will be an election year for Abinger Parish Council, along with District Council elections. There will be nine seats available. Should more than nine people (including current Councillors) declare their intention to stand this will trigger an election. It was agreed the Council will advertise the process on its website, notice boards and in the March parish magazine.
(h) Defibrillator. BA advised the Council contact has been made with neighbouring Parish Councils who have installed defibrillators. BA awaiting feedback, once received will feedback findings to Council. RD advised she would like the Council to consider installing defibrillators across the Parish in time. 
(i) Walliswood Village Gateways. GB advised the Council following Hazel Watson’s recent consultation a meeting took place on 14 December to discuss how the Council would support the process of installing gateways in Walliswood. It had been agreed the Council would seek quotations for gateways and forward findings to Hazel Watson. Hazel agreed to confirm land ownership of potential site and establish whether Surrey County Council stocked and supplied gateways. It was agreed GB would chair a consultation evening at Walliswood Village Hall so residents could consider and vote on options once established.
(j) Notice boards. RD asked whether Councillors would be happy to support Clerk updating notices on notice boards. It was anticipated this support Clerk in terms of time. It was agreed to trial for a three month period with BA looking after Abinger Hammer, RF Abinger Common, GB/Clerk Walliswood/Oakwood Hill and DC Forest Green. Clerk to circulate information to be posted as required.
(k) Design Statement.  Date for Committee to be established with RD, GB and PC.
(l) GACC. RD advised Council of meeting being held on 22 January at Oakwood Hill Village Hall. This has been jointly organised by Ockley and Abinger Parish Councils. The meeting will be chaired by Vivienne Michael (District Councillor) along with Sir Paul Beresford MP and Peter Barclay from GACC.
(m)  Clerks Briefing at Mole Valley DC. Report presented to Council by GB in absence of Clerk. Meeting of 10 December attended by Kevin Nash and James Taylor from Prudential Ride London to discuss feedback from 2014 and planning for 2015. Both Kevin Nash and James Taylor were aware of Abinger Parish Councils’ Business Survey and the Clerk reiterated the need to do more to support businesses affected by road closures and impact of race. The Clerk suggested event organisers to hold workshops for businesses to feedback. Since the meeting James Taylor has been in contact. It was agreed Abinger Parish Council would continue to advocate for businesses.
